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As I mentioned last month, we are now going through
the budget process. The budget package, including a
Bill allowing for a one-time tax credit, will be going
before Council for second reading and public hearing
on April 19th.

Bill 10 (2022): Ongoing - the purpose of this
ordinance is to address the regulation of uses
throughout Chapter 21, Revised Ordinances of
Honolulu 1990 ("Land Use Ordinance" or
"LUO"). The LUO is being amended to update
and move provisions located in other articles of
the LUO to a new Article 5, and for consistency
purposes to amend other LUO articles to
conform with term usage and cross-references

Bill 8 (2023): The purpose of this ordinance is
to promote  the development of affordable
housing in the City and County of Honolulu by
extending the sunset date.

Resolution 23-040: This resolution establishes
a Permitted Interaction Group to consider
matters relating to real property taxation. They
will be reviewing legislation that is currently
before the Council for consideration, including
exemptions and credits. 

Resolution 23-045: This resolution confirms the
Mayor's appointees to serve on the Oahu
Historic Preservation Commission of the City
and County of Honolulu.
