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Proposed Game Room Legislation to be Introduced This Month

This month, CM Dos Santos-Tam will propose legislation with CM Andria Tupola
involving illegal game rooms. Our two districts have the most illegal game rooms, which
affects our communities. Often the presence of game rooms invites other forms of
unwanted or illicit behavior such as gambling, drug distribution, vandalism, litter, noise,
and loitering One bill will be related to public nuisance, specifically that property
owners - the game rooms' landlords - would be obligated to keep their property free
from unsafe conditions that harm or threaten the welfare of the public. Ifan illegal game
| room is occurring on the premises the owner is responsible, and will pay civil fines. The
next is a bill that would permit authorized DPP, HPD, and other City personnel to
s enforce certain provisions of the building and construction code. Only authorized
personnel can serve notice of violation or order to the responsible party to compel them
into compllance usually through civil fines. The final is a resolution on coordination, imploring numerous City
departments designated to enforce City building, fire, and zoning codes to work with the Honolulu Police Dept .
(HPD) to gather and streamline evidence of such violations, particularly when illegal game rooms are suspected.

Mayor Rick Blangiardi signed Bill 4 (23).into law as Ordinance 23-25 that updates and improves the
- City’s Building Energy Conservation Code. Energy codes establish minimum energy performance
requirements for new residential and commercial buildings. The codes provide protection as
temperatures rise causing potential health heat risks, while delivering energy savings, lower utility
bills, and reducing the environmental impacts of O‘ahu’s building stock. After the state adopted the
2018 International Energy Conservation Code in December 2020, the City had the opportunity to
adopt the state’s code, with its own local amendments. Local amendments were developed in close
® coordination with industry experts, such as the American Institute of Architects and the Building
